· We will send the games kit bags home for washing on Friday and they should be returned to school for Monday morning please. Mr Smith endeavours to teach games outside whenever possible so please send warmer clothes (including jogging bottoms, fleece and trainers) for colder and damp days.
· Show and tell forms part of our PSHCE and will take place each Wednesday. We have placed a ‘weekend book’ in your child(ren)’s bag today for them to prepare their news over the weekend or early part of each week. This could be a picture that they choose to draw, photographs of a shared experience or a few sentences that describe an event or conversation. These will help to work as a prompt for show and tell, giving children support to remember and share their experiences with the class. The books will then run alongside the school’s learning journals to reflect the individual learning journey of each child. Remember this does not always have to be days out and special trips. Instead it might be a picture of their garden, photographs of a trip to Granny’s or a painting of their pet or favourite place. 
· Children receive stickers for good behaviour and work in class 1. When they have collected nine stickers, they will bring their reward card home to use as a bookmark! Please celebrate this with them and feel free to use the bookmarks in their reading books. Occasionally your child may be chosen to phone home to share good news.Merit awards are given for milestone achievements. These are collected until they are awarded bronze, silver and gold merit certificates.

· Phonic books have been sent home today, with instructions of how you can use them written on the inside cover. 

· The children’s reading books will start next week. Most of these will be picture books to start with, but if your child is starting to blend and segment letter sounds then books will be chosen that reflect their phonic ability.

PLEASE write in your child’s reading diary, noting the pages they have read whenever you share the books–or just sign and date it.  In school, your child will be heard read once each week individually and in a guided group of 4-5 children to develop their decoding, blending and reading skills weekly.
