• Mrs Metcalfe has really enjoyed hearing from the children in response to her film last week.   

• We have not received any information from the Local Authority or DfE about school reopening but please 
be reassured that we are busy preparing for when the guidelines change and considering carefully what 
the return to school will look like to ensure the safety and wellbeing of all the children and staff. When 
we are in a position to provide you with more information we will.  For now, it is as important as ever to 
please continue to follow the Government Guidelines in order to keep our communities safe and well.  

• We continue to provide work for all classes on a weekly basis on the website under “In the Event of 
School Closure” tab.  

• School lunch prices from Sept 2020 - Aug 2023 will be fixed at £2.66 per meal for KS2 children (KS1 
remain entitled to Universal Infant Free School Meals). County Caterers recognise that all schools 
continue to face significant financial pressures so they have been working hard to ensure that costs are 
kept to a minimum whilst supporting local communities. They have listened and responded to schools' 
requests to provide a longer sign-up period to give schools greater financial certainty, therefore the meal 
price from September 2020 will increase to £2.66 from £2.50 and will be fixed for 3 years. County 
Caterers will continue to deliver healthy meals using local fresh produce from local suppliers and 
maintain their organic purchasing policy.
